7595 Planning Applications

Resolved: That the Parish Council submit comments (as below) on planning applications 10/18/0010, 10/18/0158, 10/18/0346, 10/18/0398, 10/18/0534, 10/18/0502, 10/18/0539, 10/18/0567 and 10/18/0596.
7596 Planning Decisions

Noted: Blackburn with Darwen Council’s decisions on planning applications.
At this stage, members of the public were invited to speak.
Several people spoke of their concerns at the curtailing of the Edgworth bus service, which no longer meets the needs of residents. There are fewer buses, and return services no longer connect well with outgoing services. The service to Harwood now runs too late for hospital appointments.
It would require an increase of about 20% in the Precept for the Parish Council to subsidise the service, and residents in Belmont would have to contribute. Councillor Rigby agreed to investigate the possibility of applying for Section 106 monies.
It was suggested that a shuttle bus could be provided to Entwistle or Bromley Cross stations.

Members of the public made a number of points in relation to the Barlow charity:

· OG39 is a guidance document which does not carry the force of law
· The 2000 charity scheme still stands and provides for the Parish Council to appoint four Trustees, who do not necessarily need to be Parish Councillors, and therefore the minutes of the last meeting are erroneous
· There needs to be good governance and financial transparency within the charity

· There is support for the introduction of a CIO, but not if it is railroaded through
7597 Local Bus Service Changes

Resolved: That District Councillor C Rigby be requested to provide details of operating costs to enable the Parish Council to consider a possible subsidy.
7598 Information Board for Edgworth Crossroads
Two further mock-ups were provided, which will form part of the discussions on a final design.
7599 Dementia Support Memory Café
Resolved: That a donation of £500 be made to Blackburn with Darwen’s Carers Service towards the running of a dementia support memory café at the Barlow; any additional donation to be reviewed in six months’ time.
The Chairman agreed to donate an additional £50 from his allowance.
7600 School Admissions Process

A schools adjudicator will now consider whether the criteria and process adopted by Bolton Council is reasonable.
7601 Update on the Barlow

The Chairman, Councillor Dowle and the Clerk met with the Chairman of the Trustees and the Barlow General Manager, and there was a full and frank discussion on the issues raised by the public at the last meeting of the Parish Council.
The Trustees accept there has been a lack of communication with the wider community and are engaging the CVS to work with them on developing a communication strategy.

The charity’s accountant has arrived at a ballpark figure for the VAT liability, and this has been offered to HMRC. It is now up to HMRC to respond as they feel appropriate.

The Chairman of the Trustees is happy to attend Parish Council meetings on a quarterly basis. It was suggested that he needs to present a written report to go out with the agenda.
Councillor Danks was asked to consider and report on the key criteria for the Barlow Chair’s Quarterly Report.
