7622 Planning Decisions

7623 Schools Admissions
It was noted that the Schools Adjudicator had upheld the objections to the admission arrangements for Turton School for 2019, and required a revision of the arrangements by 28th September 2018.
7624 Community Orchard 

Councillor Appleby reported that there is some potential to develop a wildflower refuge and an educational point for children.
The adjoining site could usefully be incorporated, and the Chair agreed to contact the owner of this area. 

7625 Belmont Festival
Resolved: That approval be given to the use of the electricity supply in the toilet block during Belmont Festival, on the condition that all electrical equipment is PAT tested and that an RCB device is used.
7626 Parish Clerk’s Job Description
Resolved: That consideration of a revised job description be deferred.
7627 Donation to the Firefighters Charity
Resolved: That a donation of £250 be made to the Firefighters Charity in recognition of the role that firefighters played in extinguishing the recent fires on Winter Hill. 
7628 Assistance by the Lengthsman
Resolved: That the Lengthsman be requested to assist with clearance work in the grounds of Edgworth Methodist Church.
7629 Feedback on Parish Councillor Training
The Chair and Vice Chair reported on issues raised at the LALC training course.

It was agreed that matters arising on the minutes should not be raised unless of an urgent nature, and that the Parish Council needs to consider ways of publicising what it is doing.
7630 Correspondence 

Correspondence received since the last meeting was made available for inspection and noted.
It was agreed that the Chair and Vice Chair should attend LALC training courses on chairmanship and finance.
7631 Update on the Barlow

The new Trustees were thanked for their work so far.
The Chair of the Trustees reported that the main priority had been to get things operating smoothly, but there had been no formal handover from the former Trustees, so there are gaping holes in paperwork. 
Two members of staff had resigned; communication with volunteers is being improved; the qualified status of the 2017 accounts needs to be removed in order that funding can be sought; a payment on account will be made to HMRC for the estimated VAT owing.
Relationships between the charity and the Parish Council form part of the current discussions by the working group looking at options for limited liability status, but the Trustees see the Parish Council as a ‘critical but not overly intrusive friend’ and are happy to report back to the Parish Council in any way it would like. 
The appointment of a fourth Barlow Trustee was deferred until the user group representatives are in place and a seventh Parish Councillor has been elected.
