7693 The Barlow
The Chair of the Trustees gave an update on the appointment of Trustees; progress with the new constitution; and the Cricket and Bowling Club leases.

A meeting has been held with BwD’s planning and conservation officers to assess their requirements for a replacement roof. Proffits will make preliminary bids to four potential funders over the next few months for part of the funding needed, and BwD officers are happy in principle with a loan, but this would need to be taken out by the Parish Council.
Resolved: That the Parish Council seek independent legal advice on the formal mechanisms that need to be in place between the Parish Council and the Barlow charity, especially should a loan be sought. There will need to be consultation with local residents before any decision can be made on raising of the Precept.
The Trustees would like to sponsor the Luncheon Club’s room hire, and asked that the Parish Council also consider sponsorship.
