7702 Matters Arising

Admissions to Turton High School – all but one of the pupils from North Turton whose first choice was Turton have gained admission.

Overhanging shrubs on Bury Road – the Lengthsman has cut back the shrubs; BwD Council will be asked to sweep up the accumulated leaves.

Planters in Edgworth – All landowners have been approached and are happy to have planters on their property; nearby residents and shopkeepers have agreed to water them; fifty planters will now be ordered; Edgworth Cricket Club has agreed to consider building raised platforms to facilitate additional planting alongside the boundary wall.

Bus service – Travel Assist feel that the extension of the Thursday Harwood service onto Bolton will not be viable without substantial subsidy. It was agreed that the provision of a Christmas shopping service be considered in the autumn.

7712 Community Gardens in Chapeltown

In addition to the planters in Edgworth, the Horticultural Society are prepared to part fund improvements to the gardens on High Street, Chapeltown, and at four lane ends.

At High Street, it is proposed to prune and cut back the exiting shrubs, plant additional shrubs and spring flowers, remove moss from the cobbles, re-set sunken edging stones, clean and stain the benches, and repair the village cross.

At four lane ends, some of the paved area will be removed to allow for additional planting, the bench cleaned and stained, and some of the prickly shrubs around the bench removed.

It is hoped to involve local residents.
