Prior to the meeting, members of the public were given an opportunity to address the meeting.

Members of Edgworth Bowling Club expressed concern at the proposed Tree Preservation Order around the Barlow, in view of their plans to remove a line of trees alongside the bowling green to prevent moss growing and leaves falling on the footpath. In addition, at least some of the ash trees included in the Order are diseased and need felling.
It was noted that the Parish Council was not aware of the proposed Order until it was formally consulted.
A member of the public raised a question about the legality of Parish Councillors who are also Barlow Trustees taking part in discussions and votes on issues relating to the Barlow.

It was reported that BwD’s Standards Committee, as the monitoring body for standards in Parish Councils, had granted a dispensation to allow this.

7791 Minutes
Resolved: That the minutes of the meeting held on 7th October be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chair, subject to the public discussion on the Barlow being amended to include the fact that the Trustees do not intend to pursue rent owed historically by the Cricket Club because of the divisions this would cause in the village.

7797 Tree Preservation Order – Edgworth Cricket and Recreation Club
Resolved: That a response be made to the consultation asking that the four ash trees be removed from the Order as it is understood that at least some of these are suffering from disease.

In addition, that the line of trees on the eastern side of the bowling green be excluded from the Order because of the Bowling Club’s concerns about overshadowing and the health and safety implications of slippery moss forming and leaves falling on the footpath beneath.
7798 Tree Works at Turton Tower
A member of the Edgworth & District Horticultural Society spoke about the work carried out by volunteers at the kitchen garden. BwD Council’s Planning Officer has agreed that two trees overhanging the garden may be removed and that others may be cut back. Quotes have been obtained, the cheapest of which is £3,200.
