at the Barlow, Edgworth

It was noted that Councillor Parker had resigned for the Parish Council.

Prior to the meeting, members of the public were given an opportunity to address the Parish Council. 

Concern was expressed that minute no 7515 of the January meeting states that a problem regarding sponsorship of the Edgworth Real Ale Festival “appears to have been resolved” when it fact it has not been resolved. 

It was explained that although it has subsequently transpired that the issue is indeed unresolved, the minute accurately reflects what the Parish Council was led to believe at that meeting.

The question of the funding of the Small Business Saturday was raised. However, this is an issue for the Barlow to pursue, not the Parish Council.

In terms of the poppy appeal, there had been a delay in the handing over of some of the donations made, and the Parish Council would be considering what action, if any, to take over this. The local PCSO was aware of the situation, but that the Parish Council had not been in a position to discuss it with the Police.

Procedures had already been put in place to ensure that Parish Councillors do not work alone on projects in the future.
A representative of the Edgworth & District Horticultural Society explained that they had received a bequest, and intended to spend £1,000 on the purchase of planters to site around Edgworth. It was hoped this could be extended to other areas of the Parish in future years. Residents would be asked to ‘adopt’ a planter and look after it.

It was agreed to match the expenditure, up to £1,000. Councillor Appleby will meet with the Society to discuss the detail of the planting and how children can become involved in the scheme.
