It was noted that the owner of the Blue Lagoon had been served notice by the Environment Agency requiring works to ensure compliance with the Reservoirs Act. 

7381 Update on the Barlow
It was reported that some volunteers and local residents were unhappy with the way the Barlow is being run.

The Parish Council, as Custodian Trustee, is not able to dictate day to day management, but merely receives regular updates on the charity to ensure the charity as a whole is operating correctly and is financially stable.
Councillor Parker reported that the Heritage Lottery Fund officer had several concerns which need to be addressed before a bid can be submitted. As a result, the VAT position has now been clarified, and a back-dated submission is about to be made; the estate is in the process of being registered with the Land Registry; new leases and collaborative agreements for the cricket and bowling clubs are being negotiated; a new management structure has been set up, and volunteers are being encouraged to apply for lead roles; a new chain of communication has been set up between the trustees and volunteer leads via regular meetings with the centre manager.
There are sufficient funds in the accounts; some temporary roof works have recently been carried out; a crowd-fund appeal has been set up to fund moving the defibrillator to outside the building, so that it can be accessed at all times.
