7681 Play Equipment at the Barlow
Resolved: That a grant be sought for replacement play equipment at the rear of the Barlow, subject to BwD Council agreeing to continue its regular inspection regime.

7682 Bus Service to Bolton

Three trial services have been operated, with 7-8 passengers on each.

Resolved: That a further three trial services be provided on Thursdays until the end of January, and that more widespread publicity be given.

7683 Litter Bins at Entwistle Reservoir
United Utilities have withdrawn litter bins from around Entwistle Reservoir, resulting in people dumping litter and dog waste bags on the surrounding walls and footpaths, which is a health hazard as well as being unsightly.
Resolved: That a letter be sent to United Utilities urging them to reinstate the bins or, at the very least, to put up signs at the entrances asking people to take their litter home.

7684 Planters

A meeting had been held with BwD Highways and representatives of the Horticultural Society to agree possible locations for planters around Edgworth. 
Some of the sites privately owned, and the owners’ permission is being sought. Volunteers are also being sought to water the plants.
7685 Recycling Facilities

Concern was expressed at the decision by BwD Council to limit access to its sites only to its residents. It is felt that this will lead to an increase in fly tipping, and that people ought to be allowed to visit whichever facility is convenient to them.

It was, however, recognised that Councils have landfill targets to meet, and that the restrictive policy is becoming increasingly common across the UK.

7686 The Barlow
The Chair of the Barlow Trustees explained that there are several things in motion, and that she will be in a position to report on these by the end of January.
It was noted that the Trustees need to address additional cleaning of the toilets because of their increased use.
