Comments on Planning Applications 
10/21/0859
Replacement stable and storage block on Land to the rear of 191-193 Bolton Road, Edgworth
The Parish Council is concerned that it has not been consulted on the amended site plan in relation to application 10/21/0859. 

The Parish Council strongly reiterates its original objection that the height and size of the building will give the appearance of an industrial unit within a Conservation Area, it will lead to a loss of natural light to adjacent dwellings, the velux windows may give rise to overlooking of bedrooms in adjacent dwellings, and any increase in traffic will be detrimental to residents and to children accessing the school opposite. 

We initially raised concerns about what the building may be used for, and now understand that the premises are being used for commercial purposes (ie a dog walking business), causing great distress to local residents.

Commercial use is likely to give rise to an increase in vehicular traffic, to the detriment of road safety, particularly bearing in mind there is a school crossing point at this location
