A local resident thanked the Parish Council for its support in objecting to a proposed development at Horrobin Fold.

An hour long discussion took place on the likely costs of a replacement roof (about £350,000) and other works (about £450,000); the Barlow’s overall funding strategy; the legality of the Parish Council taking out a loan to donate to a charity; the impact of this on the Precept (around £9.31 per year on a Band D property – an increase of 0.52% on the overall Council Tax bill but over 60% on the Precept), and the effect on the wider North Turton population.
Standing Orders were resumed at 8.45pm.
7782 The Barlow
It was moved by Councillor Danks and seconded by Councillor Jeffries:

That approval in principle be given to a Public Works Loan of up to £250,000 towards the cost of a replacement roof on the Barlow, the repayment costs to be met by an increase in the Precept, if it can be achieved legally.

It was then moved by Councillor Rigby and seconded by Councillor Wild:

That the motion be amended to include the additional wording ‘subject to public consultation - the consultation document to be approved by the Parish Council and the Trustees - and to 55% of those responding being in favour’.
