Variation of condition 23 of permission 10/14/0440 for the redevelopment of the former Springside Works, Belmont Road, Belmont to replace approved landform with a requirement to have less imported fill material

The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, and supports the reduction in imported fill material
10/20/0996
Amended proposals for a change of use of 2 barns at Hob Lane Farm to a single attached dwelling with integral garage, including building works at Hob Lane Farm Barns, Blackburn Road, Edgworth

The Parish Council objects to this proposed development on the grounds that it is an over-development of the site, and will impact on highways safety as there will be more vehicles egressing the site on a very narrow stretch of highway with a blind hill.  There are also concerns about the negative effect on nature conservation, bearing in mind that until very recently a white owl had a roost there

10/20/1070 
Variation of condition 15 of permission 10/17/1419 for the erection of one dwelling at 8 Chapel View, Station Road, Chapeltown to include a 600mm glass balustrade on top of the flat roof parapet to provide a balcony to the first floor
