Prior to the meeting, members of the public were given an opportunity to address the meeting.

A resident expressed concern about the legal advice given to the Parish Council regarding a public works loan in relation to the Barlow roof.
He referred to a meeting held in 2015 between the then Chief Executive of BwD Council, Borough Councillor Colin Rigby and Jake Berry, MP at which the MP expressed an opinion that the Parish Council could take out such a loan. 
The resident felt that if the Parish Council sought the views of the community, then it would have the support it needed for the loan.

It was pointed out that the Parish Council has no legal power to take out a loan in order to make a donation to a charitable organisation and that if it did, it would be acting ultra vires and could be challenged in the courts, in which case the Parish Councillors would be individually liable.

7733 Declarations of Interest

Councillor Danks declared an interest in the item on the Barlow.

7735 Matters Arising – The Barlow
Councillor Danks gave an update on the Barlow, including the date of the AGM, a proposed new management structure, and the resignation of several volunteers.

At least four of the existing Trustees will be stepping down at the AGM, as will the secretary.
The Trustees are very disappointed that the Parish Council will not be able to take out a public works loan to help pay for a replacement roof.
