7813 Matters Arising -The Barlow
It was reported that contact had been made with HMRC, and a reply is awaited. 
A letter had also been sent to BwD about the availability of section 106 monies, but they have indicated that as there are currently no major developments happening in Edgworth, there are no potential section 106 funds available.
Whilst the Parish Council fully supports the Barlow, the position regarding legal authority to donate the money is still unclear, no current estimates for the work are available, and there has been no resolution to the question of rent from the Cricket Club.

It was suggested that a working group be established, comprising representatives of the Charity and the Parish Council, to move things forward.
It was agreed that, in order to progress the issue, the Trustees be recommended to seek the formal approval of the Charity Commission for the proposals to upgrade the building, including a replacement roof, together with approval for the proposed means of funding via a Public Works Loan taken out by the Parish Council, the repayments to be met from an increase in the Precept.
The Parish Council would welcome sight of such a letter before it is sent.
